freefall in prices. The European debt crisis has had much more of an impact on the U.S. than many originally thought. Prices
havefailed to stay supported with the talk of this and our own financial woes. Strong competition between corn and wheat
prices have dropped demand for corn as wheat has proven to be much more of a valuable feed grain for livestock farmers at
the current time For beans, many farmers in Central Illinois had some of the best beans they had ever raised this year.
However, with China backing off of th&lrS bean import level and t&ing more seriously with South American nations about
buying cargoes, our glabfootprint has slightly diminished caugiprices to drop dramatically.
